The Wheelsto-Work Program is
designed to help working families
by providing roadworthy vehicles
to applicants who have shown a
determination to become full-time
wage earners, but lack adequate
transportation. This program is a
unique partnership between the
Alamance  County  Community
Services Agency, Inc., and the
Department of Social Services (DSS).

To participate in Wheels-to-Work you must be full -time employed, working at
least 30 consecutive days and have no vehicles titled to your family. You
must have a good driving record.

There is no charge for the vehicles, but the applicant must repay nine months
of insurance charges over a 12-month period. The assigned vehicle will
become the sole property of the client after repaying the insurance charges in
full.

Vehicles are donated to ACCSA, Inc. by citizens and are chosen for the
applicant by the Agency. Vehicles donated can qualify for tax saving
opportunities. If interested in donating a vehicle please contact ACCSA at
336-229-7031 and ask for the Wheels to Work Coordinator or leave a
message.
